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1. Introduction

Saunders Havill Group were engaged by Pioneer Fortune Pty Ltd to prepare an Annual Compliance Report (ACR) for
the Approved Master Planned Residential Development, Greater Flagstone Priority Development Area, Queensland
granted under the Commonwealth Environment Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Act 1999 (EPBC Act) (ref.
EPBC 2015/7530). This ACR is specifically required by Condition 26 of the approval granted on 5™ of February 2020
(Appendix A). The approval was issued by the Australian Government Department of the Agriculture, Water and
the Environment (DAWE the Department).

The project is referred to in this report as Undullah which is the original land holding name and remains until the
project commences and a residential estate project name is developed. The Undullah Project area covers
approximately 1,024 hectares (ha) of land of which the EPBC Approval allows for the clearing of 529ha. The project
is located approximately 25 kilometres south-east of Ipswich City and 27 kilometres south-west of Logan City. The
surrounding landscape contains a mixture of cleared agricultural land and vacant bushland, however, the majority
of adjoining allotments, including those to the north, east, south and south-west are included within the Greater
Flagstone Priority Development Area (PDA) and are either earmarked for or under development. (refer to Figure 1).

This report delivers the first annual overview of the project’s progression towards compliance with various
conditions of EPBC 2015/7530. Its noted that as notified to the Department on the 11 of February 2022 this Annual
Compliance Report has been prepared approximately 2.5 months later than required under Condition 26 (original
due date the 24" of November 2021). Contributing factors to the delayed achievement of this milestone include:

e EPBC2015/7530 was issued on the 20" of February 2020 or just prior to the official declaration of Covid as a
Human Biosecurity Emergency in Australia (March 2020)
e Covid impacts have and continued to influence a number of key immediate logistical outcomes for the
project such as
o The Offset Provider settling on the Offset Land, which ultimately had to be established as a virtual
transaction.
o Availability of contractors, surveyors and consultants due to multiple health directives and
lockdowns
o Business closures and staff shortages
o Geographical restrictions from lockdowns and boarder closures
o Supply chain logistical challenges
e Delays were noted to the Department on the 31% of August 2020 as part of the Commencement of the
Action notification. In particular the approval from the State Government of the Voluntary Declaration also
took longer than pre-covid timeframes.

EPBC 2015/7530 includes activities which trigger off 4 differing start dates:

o Activities required within a timeframe triggered by the approval date (5 February 2020)

e Activities required within a timeframe triggered by the Commencement Date (31 August 2020)

e Activities required within a timeframe triggered by the Registration of the VDEC date (4 March 2021)

e Activities required within a timeframe triggered by the commencement of construction (Date yet to occur)

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These differing dates add a level of unnecessary complexity. Regardless, the most important point to note is that
the project remained un-commenced during the ACR period and remains unstarted at the date of this report. No
works have occurred on the project site and no MNES impacts have occurred, specifically not vegetation clearing
has commenced. At the same time substantial progress has been made on the offset site, which on a number of
milestones is tracking well in advance of the conditioned timeframes.

The Undullah projects progress and notable events during the reporting period are broadly outlined in Section 3.
More specific detail is included in the Revised Offset Area Management Plan which is close to being finalised for
publication with incorporation of baseline data (Due Date 4™ of June 2022). The assessment of compliance with the
approval conditions is presented in Section 4. A summary of non compliance incidents (all administrative and for
reasons outlined in this ACR) and corrective actions is presented within the Table included in Section 5. This report
is the first Annual Compliance Report (ACR) for the approved action.

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3. Description of activities

As noted in Section 1 no formal works (Clearing or Earthworks) commenced during the ACR 1 reporting period at
the Undullah Project Site. The contributing factors for these delays are outlined in in Section1 of this ACR. As of the
date of this ACR lodgement works had still not commenced at the project site, however early versions of scheduling
expect this to occur in the June / July 2022. The Department will be notified when formal project clearing or works
commences via the ‘commencement of construction’ definition in the approval.

Figure 2 shows an aerial image downloaded from metromap dated the 26/08/2021 (Latest Available) showing the
site remains fully vegetated as of this date.

EPBC Act Approval 2015/7530 retains a number of sequential clearing conditions directly linked to the advancement
of whole sale planting of Environmental Management Zones 3 and 4 at the Offset Site. Table 2 has been prepared
for future quantification and summary of how these milestones are tracking. Over 300ha of these planting zones is
fully prepared and cultivated with tranche 1 planting of over 85,000 germinated and sourced tube stock plants due
to be installed over April (weather permitting).

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3.1.

Offset Area Activities

Pioneer Fortune Pty Ltd have engaged with an external third party offset provider One Environment to deliver the

large approved offset area located over the Cherry Gully and Avonvale Stations in the Somerset Regional Council
Local Government Area. A copy of the approved offset design Plan is included as Figure 3. As shown in Figure 3
the Offset Area is made up of the following four distinct Environmental Management Zones:

Environmental Management Zone 1 - Remnant Habitat

Environmental Management Zone 2 — Mixed Value Regrowth

Environmental Management Zone 3 - Open Grazing Country

Environmental Management Zone 4 — Degraded Creeks, Gullies and Drainage Lines

Both in accordance with the approval conditions and beyond the milestone listed in the approval a range of
activities have occurred at the Offset Site varying for the different Environmental Management Zones, including:

1)

Site acquisition completed (Cattle Property was under contract subject to EPBC Approval - post approval
settlement of the land holding was called for the transaction to occur) It is noted that due to the pandemic
and the nationwide lockdown settlement was delayed and additional time was provided to the existing
operator of the property to vacate the premises.

Legally securing of the Offset Area via a registered Voluntary Declaration on the land titled declared under
the Queensland Government’s Vegetation Management Act 1999 (VMA). This has been completed with the
offset area registered and protected on the land title.

Completion of detailed baseline studies for Weeds of National Environmental Significance
Commencement and ongoing surveys and data collection on the presence and occurrence of pest species
(Wild dogs) — ongoing challenges occur with the inconsistent results obtained through baited Camera trap
surveys, a range of ongoing wild dog audits and recorded observations continue to be completed.
Detailed survey and mapping of native vegetation regeneration areas through EMZ 2 and where small
viable patches occur within EMZ 3 and 4.

Ortho-rectified drone aerial photography of entire offset area — provides a high resolution at scale aerial
image of the base case for offset works and will be used in the future measurement of expanded Projected
Foliage Cover (PFC) of replanting zones and whole weed areas.

Removal of stock (Cattle) from the entire offset property. An audit has been completed of all external
fencing to ensure it has been maintained to prevent adjoining land holder stock access.

Establishment of irrigation connections and water sources with nexus to major planting zones not on
creek corridors.

Commencement of regular periodical weed (WONS and other environmental weeds) rotational spraying

and treatment

Appendix B contains supporting evidence through photographs, survey imagery and drone photography showing
‘management activities’ occurring on the Offset Area during and beyond the ACR 1 period. Detailed baseline studies
for Weed and Pest species have been completed (and for wild dogs are continuing). This information along with
updated figures and plans are being incorporated into the reviewed Offset Area Management Plan required by
Condition 8 (Due by the 4™ of June). The updated Management Plan and the Offset Area Annual Report required
by the Management Plan are both being finalised for publication in March 2022.

11. The approval holder must demonstrate that the extent of weed cover at the Avonvale and Cherry
Gully Stations Offset area is:

less than 20% at the end of year 5; and

less than 5% at the end of year 10 and for the rest of the period of effect of the approval.

Stock Exclusion

12. For the protection of Koala Habitat, the approval holder must demonstrate by the end of year 3
that fauna friendly stock exclusion fencing has been installed around the entire perimeter of the
Avonvale and Cherry Gully Stations Offset area. The approval holder must ensure that the fauna
friendly stock exclusion fencing is maintained and effective for its purpose for the period of effect
of the approval.

Habitat Quality Improvement

13. The approval holder must undertake ecological work to restore the Regional Ecosystems in the
Avonvale and Cherry Gully Stations Offset area in accordance with the Avonvale and Cherry Gully
Stations Offset area Management Plan and the Direct Offset Chapter.

14. The approval holder must achieve the following outcomes in Environmental Management Zone 1:

A 57% increase, relative to the baseline Habitat quality assessment data, in the average
Koala Species Stocking Rate score by the end of year 6, and subsequently maintain or
exceed that average Koala Species Stocking Rate score for the remainder of the period of
effect of the approval.

Average tree canopy cover at >50% - <200% of the benchmark for Regional Ecosystem
12.11.14 by the end of year 6 and subsequently maintain average tree canopy cover in
that range for the remainder of the period of effect of the approval.

Average recruitment of woody perennial species in the ecologically dominant layer
greater than 75% by the end of year 6 and subsequently maintain or exceed that rate of
recruitment for the remainder of the period of effect of the approval.

The number of Large trees >50% of the benchmark for the Regional Ecosystem by the end
of year 6 and this number subsequently maintained or exceeded for the remainder of the
period of effect of the approval.

An average of at least 6 different winter or spring flowering Grey-headed Flying-fox
foraging species in each assessment plot by the end of year 6, and subsequently maintain
or exceed this outcome for the remainder of the period of effect of the approval.

15. The approval hoider must achieve the following outcomes in Environmental Management Zone 2:

An 80% increase, relative to the baseline Habitat quality assessment data, in the average
Koala Species Stocking Rate score by the end of year 16, and subsequently maintain or
exceed that average Koala Species Stocking Rate score for the remainder of the period of
effect of the approval.

Average tree canopy cover at >50% - <200% of the benchmark for Regional Ecosystem
12.11.14 by the end of year 16, and subsequently maintain average tree canopy cover in
that range for the remainder of the period of effect of the approval.

Average recruitment of woody perennial species in the ecologically dominant layer
greater than 75% by the end of year 16, and subsequently maintain or exceed that rate of
recruitment for the remainder of the period of effect of the approval.



The number of Large trees >50% of the benchmark for the Regional Ecosystem by the end
of year 16, and this number subsequently maintained or exceeded for the remainder of
the period of effect of the approval.

An average of at least 6 different winter or spring flowering Grey-Headed Flying-fox
foraging species in each assessment plot by the end of year 6 and subsequently maintain
or exceed this outcome for the remainder of the period of effect of the approval.

Habitat Creation

16. The approval holder must achieve the following outcomes in Environmental Management Zone 3:

a.

Recreate the pre-clearing Regional Ecosystem by planting 399 ha of new Koala Habitat
and Grey Headed Flying-fox foraging Habitat.

All planting works must be completed by the end of Year 5.

A 350% increase, relative to the baseline Habitat quality assessment data, in the average
Koala Species Stocking Rate score by the end of year 10.

Average tree canopy cover at >10% - <50% of the benchmark for each Regional
Ecosystem by the end of year 10.

Average recruitment of woody perennial species in the ecologically dominant layer
greater than 50% by the end of year 10.

An average of at least 6 different winter or spring flowering Grey-Headed Flying-fox
foraging species in each assessment plot by the end of year 10, and subsequently
maintain or exceed this diversity of foraging species for the remainder of the period of
effect of the approval.

A 700% increase, relative to the baseline Habitat quality assessment data, in the average
Koala Species Stocking Rate score by the end of year 20, and subsequently maintain or
exceed that average Koala Species Stocking Rate score for the remainder of the period of
effect of the approval.

Average Tree canopy cover at >50% - <200% of the benchmark for each Regional
Ecosystem by the end of year 20, and subsequently maintain average tree canopy cover in
that range for the remainder of the period of effect of the approval.

Average recruitment of woody perennial species in the ecologically dominant layer
greater than 75% by the end of year 20, and subsequently maintain or exceed that rate for
the remainder of the period of effect of the approval.

The number of Large trees >50% of the benchmark for each Regional Ecosystem by the
end of year 20, and this number subsequently maintained or exceeded for the remainder
of the period of effect of the approval.

17. The approval holder must achieve the following outcomes in Environmental Management Zone 4;

a.

Recreate the pre-clearing Regional Ecosystem 12.3.7 or 12.3.3 by restoring 166.6 ha of
new Koala Habitat and Grey-headed Flying-fox foraging Habitat.

All revegetation planting works completed by the end of Year 4.

A 30% increase, relative to the baseline Habitat quality assessment data, in the average
Koala Species Stocking Rate score by the end of year 10.

Average tree canopy cover at >10% - <50% of the benchmark for each Regional
Ecosystem 12.3.7 by the end of year 10.

Average recruitment of woody perennial species in the ecologically dominant layer
greater than 50% by the end of year 10.
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
